· No like-for-like replacement planned. Replacement in scope phase of consultation: implementation will be several years in the future. Likely to be e-learning, which we feel is unsuitable for this kind of training. We need to be careful who is involved from college

· We feel that Child in Mind training ought to be mandatory

· Could the BPMHG take on child in mind implementation? This would need detailed negotiations in college. It will need to be costed, and potentially could work along the alsg model. Unlikely to be viable unless mandatory.
